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Professor Vincent Emery is currently Pro-Provost for South Asia and the Middle East at University College London (UCL) and, in conjunction with the Vice-Provost (Academic and International), takes the strategic lead on developing relationships with universities, governmental and non-governmental organisations and the business world to further UCL’s global ambitions.

Professor Emery started his scientific career as a biochemist but has been a virologist for the last 23 years. His current research aims to provide a holistic approach to understanding viral infections in immunocompromised hosts such as HIV-infected patients and transplant recipients. During his career he has published over 180 original papers and review articles and obtained in excess of £9.5 million of grant money from Government agencies in the UK and USA, charitable organisations and the private sector. Professor Emery is also a named inventor on 5 patents in the area of biotechnology and molecular diagnostics with two of these patents being licensed in the USA and in the UK.  In addition to the aforementioned roles, Professor Emery also chairs a number of senior quality assurance committees within UCL, is a Vice-Head of the UCL Graduate School and regularly sits on advisory boards for the Pharmaceutical industry.
